Chemotherapy

Medicine - drugs that you
take to help take the cancer
away or to make the lump
(tumour) smaller. They might
be given as tablets or an
injection.

Afterwards you may have
some side effects which can
make you feel poorly, tired or
sick, make you vomit or your
hair might fall out.
